ELIGIBILITY FOR TRAVEL SUBSIDY
Only Anglophone and Francophone publishers travelling from provinces other than Québec and who are currently recipients of annual or multi-year funding through the Canada Council’s Block Grant program or the Canada Book Fund of the Department of Canadian Heritage may request a subsidy to cover 50% of their travel costs plus 50% of their accommodation costs for a one night’s stay in Montreal (two nights for publishers travelling from west of Winnipeg or from the Maritimes), plus an allowance for meals.  To be eligible for the travel subsidy, publishers are expected to schedule and participate in a minimum of six meetings. 
Subsidies have been calculated based on economy travel and hotel costs.  A fixed rated will be offered to participants based on the following points of departure:
